Aggravated by a  host of psy-
chological problems, an ab-
sence of any marketable work 
related skills or ability to make 
wise choices, all in a very  
threatening environment, is the 
reason only 10% ever succeed 
achieving any kind of productive 
lifestyle. 

Yet these children are expected 
to successfully integrate into 
society.

We told them 
about a Father in heaven who taught us 
how to love, who loves beyond any love 
we can give, who loves them and knows 
them.
